FOREWORD

All persons reviewing this document must first be made aware of the
high hazard location of the community. The residential structures in the
Town of Redington Shores were primarily built on slabs directly on the
ground elevations available. These structureere used to develop the
Flood Insurance Rate Map that was published in 1983 and updiated
2003.

The Town of Redington Shores is a community governed by
representatives elected by residents, a May@wmmissioner and four
District Commissioners. The Tiowas a Town Clerk,2eputy Clerka
Building OfficiglCodes Enforcement officjand three maintenance
employees.

One hundred percent (100%) of the community sits on a barrier island in
Flood Zones "V" and "A" (Exhibit 1).

With this in mind, the Floodplain Management Committee has attempted
to perform a complete review of possible community and individual
activities that are both meaningful and possible. We consider our review
efforts to be complete and realistic; much tirhas been committed to
addressing all phases of proper planning as shoviieitional Flood
Insurance PlarNFIB and Community Rating Syster@ R$yguidebooks
concerning the subject.

INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE

In 1991 the Town of Redington Shores applied for, and was accepted

into, the Community Rating System of the Flood Insurance Program. In
September 1992 the Town submitted a Floodplain Management Plan to
pursue certain activities that would lessen the vulnerability of our

community from natural disasters. Based on tharpthe Town was

awarded a ten percent (10%) discount for property owners in the

Nationd Flood Insurance PrograrfNAP).

The Floodplain Management PIEFPMPY ommittee is a formally recognized
committee and is charged with the responsibilitynebnitoring the Flood Plain
Management Plan (FPMP) and reporting to the responsible Commissioner after
each annual meeting. Progress, problem areas, and recommendations on
additions, deletions or changes to the Plan will be reported.

The Committee will caituct an annual evaluation of the Plan on each-gear
anniversary date and submit its findings to the Board of Commissioners. This
evaluation will contain a status report on activities in progress, completed,
delayed and recommendations on revisionstie fPlan. A copy of the evaluation
will be forwarded with theyearlyFEMA recertificationin addition to submitting
the annual evaluation report to the Board of Commissioners the report will be
released to the local media and a copy placed in the pufidfiicrnation library in

Town Hall.

HAZARD ASSESSMENT

The Town of Redington Shores is located in the Gulf of Mexico on a
barrier island consisting of 229 acres: fifty five percent (55%) are
residential, seventeen percent (17%) are public facilities, fourteen
percent (14%are open and recreational space and three percent (3%)
are undeveloped.The entireTown falls within the 10§ear flood plain

with a one percent (1%) chance of flooding in any given year.
Approximately 80% of the area west of Gulf Boulevard lies witt@n
hurricane velocity zone, which is subject to flood surges caused bypun
from high waves. This coastal high hazard area is where waves during the
base flood are at least three feet higher than the stillwater elevation and
is the most threatened paiof the island, accounting for thirty percent
(30%) of the repetitive losses.

Onethird of the Town is at or below the elevation of five feet mean sea
level, rendering it prone to sewer maintenance problems and to longer
post-flood periods. This area is located in the north portion of the Town
of Redington Shores, east of Gulf Bamalrd and accounts for fortfjve

percent(45%) of the repetitive losses.

frAado
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Critical services functions, i.e., Town Hall, fire and police stations, are
incorporated into the Master Disaster Plan af@lasCounty and can be
evacuated to sites located on thdainland in norevacuation zones.
Usually known flood hazards occur in combination, not independently,
and include tide cycles, wind, surge/wave action and rain. If the storm
occurs at low tide, the rwoff will flow into the intracoastal waterway

and canals with little or no flooding occurrence. If the storm occurs
during high tide, the winds will create a high surf action, holding waters
both inshore and in the intracoastal waterway with stormwater outfalls
below the high water levels and surface waback up causing flooding.

PROBLEM ASSESSMENT

The Town of Redington Shores is doaarier island with limited ingress and
egress pointsBefore and during evacuations, it is critical that all citizens are
notified and enabled to get off the island before the stoiiany residential and
commercial buildings were constructéefore the cales were upgraded to meet
NFIP standards.

DAMAGE PRONE BUILGIH

The Town of Redington Shores, Florida is a beach community of
approximately 800 residents geographically located on a barrier island

on the West Coast of Florida, south of Clearwatéccording to the

existing Land Use Comprehensive Plan, theresergle family and

multiple familyresidential unitscommercial propertiesand municipal

owned buildings.Current inventories of these properties are maintained

at Town HallAll properies are located in the "V" and "A" Zones shown

on the Flood Insurance Rate Map (Exhibit 1). According to the National
Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), the Town of Redington Shores has
twenty-two 22repetitive loss properties, with a total of fiffive (59

losses since January 1, 1978. Corrective actions have and are continuing

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to be taken and are shown elsewhere in the Plan under the headings of
"Repetitive Loss Properties” and "Goals and the Action Plan”.

5.2 DEVELOPMENT TRENDS
This community is esseatly "built out". Very few vacant lots remain.
The Town owns several properties that will remain public properfies.
Town is researching available grant monies to procure other lots and
commit those lots to open space in perpetuityew construction ad
additions to existing structures must meet the Town's strict building
codes, which conform to the NFIP standards of substantial improvement
and substantial damage.

5.3.2 ZONING
The character of the Town is essentially residen8algle family
detachel units constitue the predominant residential type by acreage
and multifamily residences the predominant residential type by number
of residents. Commercial Land uses, including mussldevelopment,
comprise 10.59 percent of the Town's land area. réhe no land zoned
for either Industrial or Agricultural use. 30.86 acres or 13.45% of the land
is devoted to recreational/open space land use. This includes Town
parks, tennis courts and twentyvo (22) beach accesses. Pinellas County

owns and maintais a four (4) acre public beach park, including parking

and restroom/changing facilities within the Town. 22.54 acres of
recreation/open space are in beaches along the Gulf of Mexico, which are
the prime attraction and most valuable asset of the TownediRgton
Shores.

GEOGRAPHIC

A beach community such as the Town of Redington Shores has very fixed
geographic constraints associated with being located on a coastal barrier
island. The long, narrow land formation at or near, sea level results in a
"string" rather than a normal "cluster" development. Traffic circulation is
essentially a question of short ofgiarter (1/4) to one half (1/2) mile

roads to a single main artery. In response to the geography, housing
differs from housing on mainland.

OWNERSHIP

The Town of Redington Shores is responsible for the most hazardous
area, approximately one (1) mile of public beach. The State of Florida is
responsible for the land below the water line. As previously stated, this
Town isS F ¥ S Oluit aus.f Al praperties are owned and mostly
developed. Repairs, rebuildingndmodernization are constant activities
that must conform to the strict buildings codes and are closely monitored
by the Building Department. The average age of the Towaslideats is
sixty-three (63). Manyf our elderly residentsive in ground level,

cement block homes on cement foundations. While such structures can
be raised above the BFE, convinding elderly to do sas a formidable

task. Tis is especially trueof independent seniorBving ona relatively
small fixed income who have never experienced serious flood damage
the twenty to fifty years theyhavelived intheir home.

Evacuation is the primary action to protect residents from being injured
or killedwhen a major flood impacts the Town. The Town practices the

evacuation alarm system regularly. The residents are notified of their

need arises.

Department also provides fire service to the Town in the event that the
Park Boulevar@®ridgeand the alternate Tom Stuart Causeway Bridge are

inoperable.

TOWN HALL

In 1999/2000 the Town of Redington Shores built a new town hall
building. The new town hall was constructed out of the floodplain above
B.F.E. The town hall continues to be a critical facility. The evacuation
plan calls for town records and personnelredocate to theSeminole

Middle Schoofacility on the mainlandide of the Intracoastal waterway
until it is safe to return to the island.

PARK BOULEVARD BRIDG

A critical element of the main evacuation route for all Town residents is
the Park Bulevard Bridge. This is a relatively new structure constructed
to sustain a major natural disaster. Town Resolutio®@%upports the
efforts of the Florida Department of Transportation to ensure the viability
and accessibility of the Park BoulevaritiBe as a hurricane evacuation
route. This bridge was rehabilitated starting late2008 andinishing in
early2009.The alternate, secondary evacuation route is the Tom Stuart
Causeway Bridge in Madeira Beach approximately 2.5 miles south of the

Town.

After a disaster, clearance to return to the Town is determined by
Pinellas County Emergency Operations Center through their Public
Information Office(PIO) When this clearance is received;antry to

in Town. The control point for rentry will be at the Park Boulevér

Bridge and the Tom Stuart Causeway Bridge.

NATURAL PROTECTIAREAS

The beach and dune system, the Intracoastal Waterway and the Town
Park are areas offering natural protection in times of natural disasters.
BEACH AND DUNES

The beach and dune system on the west boundary of the Town provides
some protection to the comunity from less severe storms and minor
tidal surgesThe dunes are constantly maintained in partnership with the
Department of Environmental Protection. In 2008, sea oat seedlings,
provided by the Department of Environmental Protection, were planted
by Town employees and citizen voluntedrsstrengthen the dunes.

The 2010plan thatthe Army Corp of Engineers, the State of Florida, and
Pinellas County announced to-n@urish the beaches from Sand Key to
North Redington Beachas been delayedrhe Redingin Shores beaches
will beincluded infuture re-nourishment projecs.

INTRACOASTAL WATERWAY

The Intracoastal Waterwayn the east boundary also provides some
protection. The outfalls for the master drainage plan are along the sea
walls and drain directhinto the intracoastal waterwayl'he sea walls
provide protection from high waters and require continuing monitoring
and maintenance. The goal is to meet the federal requirements for
seawall heights and uniformity.

TOWN PARK

The recent addition of the new town park was built as a natural habitat
for sea birds and offers some protection due to the mangroves along the
eastern boundary.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

The Town of Redington Shores has an emergency evacuation plan linked
to the PINELLAS County Emergency Management Plan. The Town is

connected bycellulartelephone, fax and radio communication with the

County Emeagency Operations Center (EOC). The Town receives constant
information from the PINELLAS County HA®lic Information Officer

(P19, and Fire Departments concerning storms forming in the Atlantic,
Caribbean and Gulf of Mexitlat may impacobur communiy. Based on

the storm path and magnitude, the Pinellas County Disaster Advisory
Committee will make recommendations regarding possible evacuation to
the Pinellas County Board of Commissioners who determine whether to
order the initiation of evacuation asfities. In the event of a mandatory
evacuation order, the Indian Shores Police Department, Seminole Fire
Department and Pinellas Suncoast Fire and Rescue, local officials, radio
and television broadcasts are all utilized to insure that each resident and
visitor to the Town receive evacuation instructions.

The Town also maintairssHurricane Plan for the entiréown. The

Hurricane Plan is updated annually and is available to the residents at

IMPACT ON THE COMMION

Previous storms have caused some property damage and inconvenience
to residents and visitorsRecently, mst all major damage occurred

during Hurricane Elena in 1985 and resulted in massive beasioar

and destruction of sea walls and some structure damage. Hurricane
Elena did not make land fall in Pinellas County thatstorm stalled in

the Gulf of Mexico aboutighty (80) miles nortiwestof our community

and pounding surf batterd Town shore$or three days. Public safety is
addressed byarly warningcommunicationswhich allows sufficient time

for complete evacuation from the hazard areublic healthand safetyis
facilitatedby controlling thetiming of thereturn of residents to the

impacted areaThis is accomplished at the draw bridges and routes into

the community through the reentry tag requirement for all residents and

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key employees. These tags identify those people with legitimate needs to
return to the island.
Category 3 or highdrurricane would have very serious to catastrophic
impact on our lives, homes, businessasgd economyand tax base. Our
primary industry is tourism and a storm of this magnitude would cause
serious erosion of our beach areas and damage to our tourigities.
Renourishment of the beaches and reconstruction of tourist facilities
would be long term and would necessitate significant planning and
outside assistance.
After a Category 3 or higher storm, access to the Town will be restricted
for an extendederiod of time, which could result in residents not being
allowed back into Town for many weeks after the stofifrawn officials
are working with the Pinellas County Post Disaster Redevelopment
Committee to create a plan to redevelop public service infragtrres,
such as potable water, electricity, and sewers, as well as providing for the
fastest, safe return of homeowners to their domiciles.

1 Adjuster Control Office:An NFIP claims office similar to a Flood Insurance Claims
Office (FICO) with the exception that the Adjuster Contfic® does not house
insured files, maintain a claims examiner staff at the site, or issue claim
payments.

1 Alternative Rating-A rating method used when a building is f#&M, the FIRM
zone is unknown, and the community in which the building is located has no V
zones. May also be used for renewal of policies in communities that have

1 Anchored-Adequatelysecured to prevent flotation, collapse, or lateral
movement.

1 Application-The statement made and signed by the prospective policyholder or
the agent in applying for an NFIP flood insurance policy. The application gives
information used to determine thelwgibility of the risk, the kind of policy to be
issued, and the correct premium payment. The application is part of the flood
insurance policy. For a policy to be issued, the correct premium payment must
accompany the application.

1 Assignment-The transfer by a policyholder of his/her legal right or interest in a
policy contract to a third party. In the NFIP, written assignment of a policy is

1 Base Flood Elevation (BFE)he elevation shown on the Flood Insurance Rate
Map for Zones AE, AH, ABO, AR, AR/A, AR/AE, ARA30, AR/AH, AR/AO, V1
V30, and VE that indicates the waterfaice elevation resulting from a flood that
has a one percent chance of equaling or exceeding that level in any given year.

The interest of each carrier is
protected as the Claims Coordinator maimssole control over the policy and
loss information. If a match is found, special care is taken to direct the assigned
adjuster(s) to a mutually agreeable adjustment or to have one adjuster
surrender his/her loss with the assurance that every effort belimade to
replace it.
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1 Closed Basin Lak-A natural lake from which water leaves primarily through
evaporation and whose surface area exceeds or has exceeded one square mile at
any time in the recorded past. NFi#sured buildings that are subject to
continuous lake flooding from a closed bakike are covered under the
provisions ofStandard Flood Insurance Policy

1 Coastal Barrie+A naturally occurring island, sandbar, or other strip of land,
including coastal mainland, that protexthe coast from severe wave wash.

1 Coastal Barrier Improvement Act of 1990 (CBt&pacted on November 16,

1990, the Act greatly expanded the identified land in the Coastal Barrier
Resources System established pursuant to the Coastal Barrier Resouroés Act
1982.

1 Coastal Barrier Resources Act of 1982 (CBRA) the purposes of the NFIP, the
Coastal Barrier Resources Act of 1982 designated certain portions of the Gulf and
East Coasts as undeveloped coastal barriers. These areas are shown on
appropriate food insurance map panels and have certain coverage restrictions.

1 Coastal Barrier Resources System (CBRS8jnmunities, coastal barriers, and
other protected areas identified by the Department of the Interior legislation
defined above.

1 Coastal High HazdrAreas-Special Flood Hazard Areas along the coasts that
have additional hazards due to wind and wave action. These areas are identified
on Flood Insurance Rate Maps as Zones W34, and VE.

1 CoinsuranceA penalty imposed on the loss payment unless amount of
insurance carried on the damaged building is at least 80 percent of its
replacement cost or the maximum amount of insurance available for that
building under the NFIP, whichever is less. Coinsurance applies only to building
coverage under the ésidential Condominium Building Association Policy.

1 Community--A political entity that has the authority to adopt and enforce
floodplain ordinances for the area under its jurisdiction.

1 Community Numbef-A 6digit designation identifying each NFIP comntyni
The first two numbers are the state code. The next four are the F&ddfyned
community number. An alphabetical suffix is added to a community number to
identify revisions in the Flood Insurance Rate Map for that community.

1 Community Rating System (SIR-A program developed by FEMA to provide
incentives for those communities in the Regular Program that have gone beyond
the minimum floodplain management requirements to develop extra measures
to provide protection from flooding.

1 Condominium-That form d ownership of real property in which each unit
owner has an undivided interest in common elements.

1 Condominium AssociationThe entity made up of the unit owners responsible
for the maintenance and operation of:

o Common elements owned in undivided shabsgsunit owners;
o Other real property in which the unit owners have use rights;

where membership in the entity is a required condition of unit ownership.
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1 Contract Aget-An employee of a WYO Company, or an agent under written
contract with a WYO Compary,Y LI2  SNBER (2 | OG 2y (KS O2YL
with authority to advise an applicant for flood insurance that the company will
accept the risk.
1 Countywide Map-A Flood Insurance Rate Map that shows flooding information
for the entire geographic area of aunty, including the incorporated
communities within the county.

1 Date of ConstructiorThe date that the building permit was issued, provided
the actual start of construction, repair, reconstruction, or improvement was
within 180 days of the permit date.

1 Declarations PageA computergenerated summary of information provided by
the prospective policyholder in the application for flood insurance. The
Declarations Page also describes the term of the policy and the limits of coverage
and displays the premiurand the insurer's name. The Declarations Page is a
part of the flood insurance policy.

1 Deductible BuybackThe option whereby, for an additional premium,
policyholders who wish to reduce their deductibles from the standard
deductibles of $1000 per builay loss and per contents loss for FFERM risks
may purchase separate $500 deductibles for building and contents coverages.

1 Described LocationThe location where the insured building or personal
property is found. The described location is shown onDeelarations Page.

1 Diagram Number-Any of the numbers used in the instructions to the FEMA
Elevation Certificate to identify the diagrams of the eight main types of buildings.

1 Direct Physical Loss By or From Fleddss or damage to insured property,
directly caused by flood. There must be evidence of physical changes to the
property.

1 Doublewide Manufactured (Mobile) HomeA manufactured (mobile) home
that, when assembled as a nonmovable, permanent building, is at least 16 feet
wide and has an area within its perimeter walls of at least 600 square feet.

1 Dwelling-A building designed for use as a residence for no more fbxan
families or a singkéamily unit in building under a condominium form of
ownership.

1 Dwelling Form-SeeStandard Flood Insurance Pok&welling Form.

1 Elevated BuildingA building that ha no basement and has its lowest elevated
floor raised above the ground level by foundation walls, shear walls, posts, piers,
pilings, or columns. Solid perimeter foundations walls are not an acceptable
means of elevating buildings in V and VE zones.

1 Emegency ProgramThe initial phase of a community's participation in the
National Flood Insurance Program. During this phase, only limited amounts of
insurance are available under the Act.

1 Enclosure-That portion of an elevated building below the lowestwted floor
that is either partially or fully shut in by rigid walls.
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1 Erosion-The collapse, undermining, or subsidence of land along the shore of a
lake or other body of water. Erosion is a covered peril if it is caused by waves or
currents of water exoeding their cyclical levels which result in flooding.

1 Expense ConstarA flat fee formerly charged on each new and renewal policy,
the Expense Constant was eliminated effective May 1, 2003, and no longer
affects the premium calculation for new and rendwasiness.

1 Federal Policy FeéA flat charge that the policyholder must pay on each new or
renewal policy to defray certain administratiegpenses incurred in carrying out
the National Flood Insurance Program.

1 Financial Assistance/Subsidy Arrangemeilihe arrangement between an
insurance company and FEMA to initiate the company's participation in the
Write Your Own (WY Q) Program. It esisiies the duties of the company and
the government.

1 Finished (Habitable) AreaAn enclosed area having more than 20 linear feet of
finished walls (paneling, etc.) or used for any purpose other than solely for
parking of vehicles, building access, or sggra

1 Flood-

o A general and temporary condition of partial or complete inundation of
two or more acres of normally dry land area or of two or more properties
(at least one of which is the policyholder's property) from:
--Overflow of inland or tidal watersir

1 Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM)fficial map of a community on wiid~-EMA
has delineated both the special hazard areas and the risk premium zones
applicable to the community.
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1 Flood Response Office (FROhe FRO provides a local presence in the affected
area and supports the WYO companies, the NFIP Servicing Agengrancv
federal, state, and local officials in providing answers to claims coverage
guestions, forms for claims handling, and survey and statistical input. One of the
key requirements of personnel at the FRO is to coordinate and conduct
reinspections of Wy@nd NFIP Direct losses. The FRO also tracks adjuster
performance and provides such information to interested WYO and NFIP Direct
companies.

1 Letter of Map Revision (LOMRAN official amendmento the currently
effective FEMA map. It is issued by FEMA and changes flood zones, delineations,
and elevations.

1 Loss in ProgressA loss that is already in progress as of 12:01 a.m. on the first
day of the policy term; or, as to any increase in the knoit coverage which is
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requested, a loss that is already in progress when the additional coverage is
requested.

1 Lowest Adjacent GradeThe lowest point of the ground level next to the
building.

1 Lowest Floor-The lowest floor of the lowest enclosed aréac(uding a
basement). An unfinished or floe@sistant enclosure, usable solely for parking
of vehicles, building access, or storage in an area other than a basement area, is
not considered a building's lowest floor provided that such enclosure is ntit bui
S0 as to render the structure in violation of requirements.

1 Lowest Floor Elevation (LFE)he measured distance of a building's lowest floor
above the National Geodetic Vertical Datum (NGVD) or other datum specified on
the FIRM for that location.

1 Low-Rise BuildingLowrise condominium buildings having fewer than five units
regardless of the number of floors or five or more units with fewer than three
units including basement.

1 Mudflow--A river of liquid and flowing mud on the surfaces of normally dry land
areas, as when earth is carried by a current of water. Other earth movements,
such as landslide, slope failure, or a saturated soil massng by liquidity down
a slope, are not mudflows.

1 National Flood Insurance Program (NFHPhe program of flood insurance
coverage and floodplain management administered under the Act and applicable
Federal regulations promulgated in Title 44 of thel€of Federal Regulations,
Subchapter B.

1 NFIP Servicing Agenf corporation, partnership, association, or any other
organized entity that contracts with the Federal Emergency Management Agency
to service insurance policies as direct business.

1 NFIP Special Direct Facility (3BfFomed in 2000, a branch of the NFIP Servicing
Agent to which WYO companies transfer renewals for identified properties in the
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Repetitive Loss Target Group so that mitigation assistance can be offered to the
policyholders.

1 Non-Residential-Includes, but is at limited to: small business concerns,
churches, schools, farm buildings (including grain bins and silos), poolhouses,
clubhouses, recreational buildings, mercantile structures, agricultural and
industrial structures, warehouses, hotels and motels witlhmal room rentals
for less than 6 months' duration, and nursing homes.

T Nullification--The act of declaring an insurance contract invalid from its
inception so that, from a legal standpoint, the insurance contract never existed.

1 Other ResidentiatHotelsor motels where the normal occupancy of a guest is 6
months or more; a tourist home or rooming house which has more than four
roomers. A residential building (excluding hotels and motels with normal room
rentals for less than 6 months' duration) containimgre than four dwelling
units. Incidental occupancies such as office, professional private school, or studio
occupancy, are permitted if the total area of such incidental occupancies are
limited to less than 25 percent of the total floor area within tha&lding.

1 Participathg Community-A community for which FEMA has authorized the sale
of flood insurance under the NFIP.
1 Policy-The entire written contract between the insured and the insurer. It
includes:

o Any endorsement(s) that may be issued; and
o Any renewal certificate indicating that coverage has been instituted for a
new policy and new policy term.

Only one dwelling, specifically described by the prospective policyholder in the
application, may be insed under a policy.

1 Pollutants-Substances that include, but are not limited to, any solid, liquid,
gaseous, or thermal irritant or contaminant, including smoke, vapor, soot,
fumes, acids, alkalis, chemicals, and waste.

1 Ponding HazardA flood hazard that occurs in flat areas when there are
depressions in the ground that collect "ponds" of water.

1 Preferred Risk Policy (PR policy that offers fixed combinations of
building/content coverage or contenisnly coverage at modest, fixed
premiums. The PRP is available for property located in B,C, and X zones in
Regular Program communities that meet eligibility requirements based on the
property's flood loss history.

1 Prepaid Amount (Tadl)--The total amount that must be submitted with an
application or renewal in order to be acceptable for coverage. It is determined
by adding the Federal Policy Fee to the Total Prepaid Premium.

1 Prepaid Premium (Total)The amount on the application (duding the
Preferred Risk Application) that includes the Annual Subtotal, the ICC Premium,
the CRS Premium Discount (if applicable), the Probation Surcharge (if applicable).

1 Presentment of Payment (Premium)rhe date of receipt of premium at the
office ofthe NFIP or the date of certified mail. In the case of transfer of title, the
date of settlement or closing, when the premium is paid at that time.

1 Principal ResidenceA singlefamily dwelling in which, at the time of loss, the
named insured or the nanteinsured's spouse has lived for either 80 percent of
the 365 days immediately preceding the loss, or 80 percent of the period of
ownership, if less than 365 days.

1 Principally Above Ground BuildineA building that has at least 51 percent of its
actual cah value, including machinery and equipment, above ground.

1 Probation-A FEMAmMposed change in a community's status resulting from
violations and deficiencies in the administration and enforcement of NFIP local
floodplain management regulations.

1 Probation Surcharge (PremiurmA flat charge that the policyholder must pay on
each new or renewal policy issued covering property in a community that the
NFIP has placed on probation under the provisions of 44 CFR 59.24.

1 Proper Openings Enclosures (Applicabl® Zones A, AJA30, AE, AO, AH, AR,
and AR DuabAll enclosures below the lowest elevated floor must be designed
to automatically equalize hydrostatic flood forces on exterior walls by allowing
for the entry and exit of floodwaters. A minimum of two opegs, with
positioning on at least two walls, having a total net area of not less than 1 square
inch for every square foot of enclosed area subject to flooding must be provided.
The bottom of all openings must be no higher than 1 foot above grade.

1 PropertyRemoved to Safety Expenstlp to $1,000 of reasonable expenses
incurred by the insured to temporarily remove insured property from the
described location because of flood or the imminent danger of flood.

1 Sheet Flow HazardA type of flood hazard with flooding depths of 1 to 3 feet
that occurs in areas of sloping land. The sheet flow hazard is represented by the
zone designation AO on the FIRM.

1 Single Adjuster PrograrmA procedure implementedmong the NFIP, various
wind pools, and WYO Companies to allow one adjuster to represent both carriers
in adjusting a combined windater loss where the NFIP has the flood coverage
and another carrier has the wind coverage.

T Single BuildingA building thais separated from other buildings by intervening
clear space or solid, vertical, lohearing division walls.

1 SingleFamily ResidenceA residential single family dwelling. Incidental office,
professional, private school, or studio occupancies, inctudismall service
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operation, are permitted if such incidental occupancies are limited to less than
50 percent of the building's total floor area.

1 Solid Perimeter Foundation WalsNalls that are used as a means of elevating a
building in A Zones and thatust contain sufficient openings to allow for the
unimpeded flow of floodwaters more than 1 foot deep.

1 Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) area having special flood, mudflow, or
flood-related erosion hazards, and shown on a Flood Hazard Boundary Map or a
Flood Insurance Rate Map as Zone A, A@QA2Q, AE, A99, AH, AR, AR/A, AR/AE,
AR/AH, AR/AO, AR/A30, V1V30, VE, or V. For the purpose of determining
Community Rating System premium discounts, all AR and A99 zones are treated
as nonSFHAs.

1 Standard Flood Insurance Policgeneral Property FormPolicy issued to
insure a building and/or contents ortleer residential or norresidential
buildings.

1 Standard Flood Insurance PolicResidential Condominium Building
Association Policy (RCBAMolicy issued to insure a residential condominium
building and all units within the building, provided that theilding is located in
a Regular Program Community and at least 75 percent of the total floor area is
residential.

T Start of Constructior-For other than new construction or substantial
improvements, under the Coastal Barrier Resources Act, this is theldate
building permit was issued, provided that the actual start of construction, repair,
rehabilitation, addition, placement, or other improvement was within 180 days
of the permit date. The actual start means either the first placement of
permanent constration of a building on site, such as the pouring of a slab or
footing, the installation of piles, the construction of columns, or any work
beyond the stage of excavation; or the placement of a manufactured (mobile)
home on a foundation. For a substantiagrovement, actual start of
construction means the first alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor, or other
structural part of a building, whether or not that alteration affects the external
dimensions of the building.

1 Stock-Merchandise held in storage @wr sale, raw materials, and-process or
finished goods, including supplies used in their packing or shipping. "Stock" does
not include any property not covered under "Section IV. Property not Covered"
of the General Property Form, except the following:

o Parts and equipment for sefropelled vehicles;

o Furnishings and equipment for watercraft;

o Spas and hetubs, including their equipment; and
o Swimming pool equipment.

1 Submitfor-Rate-An application for flood insurance on a building for which no
risk rate is published in th€lood Insurance Manualnsurance coverage can be
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obtained only after the NFIP has approved the a@tion and has established
the risk premium rate.

1 Substantial DamageDamage of any origin sustained by a building whereby the
cost of restoring the building to its befogamaged condition would equal or
exceed 50 percent of the market value of the buib before the damage
occurred.

1 Substantial ImprovementAny reconstruction, rehabilitation, addition, or other
improvement of a building, the cost of which equals or exceeds 50 percent of the
market value of the building before the "start of constructiof the
improvement. Substantial improvement includes buildings that have incurred
"substantial damage," regardless of the actual repair work performed. The term
does not, however, include either any project for improvement of a building to
correct exising state or local code violations or any alteration to a "historic
building," provided that the alteration will not preclude the building's continued
designation as a "historic building."

1 SuspensiorFEMA's removal of an NFIP participating community fitoen
program because the community has not enacted and/or enforced the proper
floodplain management regulations required for participation.

1 Tentative RatesUnpublished NFIP rates used to issue policies for applications
that fail to provide the NFIP withalid actuarial rating information.

1 Travel Trailer-Under the NFIP, a travel trailer can be considered a building only
if it is without wheels, built on a chassis and affixed to a permanent foundation,
and regulated under the community's floodplain managnt and building
ordinances or laws.

1 2-to 4-Family ResidenceA residential building (excluding hotels and motels
with normal room rentals for less than 6 months' duration) containing no more
than four dwelling units. Incidental occupancies such asefficofessional,
private school, or studio space are permitted if the total area of such
occupancies is limited to less than 25 percent of the total floor area within the
building.

1 Underground Building-A building for which 50 percent or more of the adtua
cash value, including machinery and equipment that are part of the building, is
below ground.

T Unfinished Area-An enclosed area that is used only for the parking of vehicles,
building access, or storage purposes and that does not meet the definitian of
finished (habitable) area. Drywall used for fire protection is permitted in
unfinished areas.

T Unit--A singlefamily unit owned by the policyholder in a condominium building.

T Valued Policy-A policy in which the insured and the insurer agree on theevalu

of the property insured, that value being payable in the event of a total loss. The
Standard Flood Insurance Policy is not a valued policy.
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T Variance-A grant of relief by a participating community from the terms of its
floodplain management regulations.

1 Waiting Period-The time between the date of application and the policy
effective date.

1 Walled and RoofedA building that has two or more exterior rigid walls and a
fully secured roof and that is affixed to a permanent site.

1  Wave Height AdjustmentA measurement that is added to the base flood
elevation for V Zones shown on the Flood Insurance Rate Map published prior to
1981. For coastal communities, the base flood elevation shown on Flood
Insurance Rate Maps published prior to 1981 arewaller ekevations, which
include only the effects of tide and storm surge, and not the height of wind
generated waves.

1 Write Your Own (WYO) Prograsi\ cooperative undertaking of the insurance
industry and FEMA begun in October 1983. The WYO Program operates within
the context of the NFIP and involves private insurance carriers who issue and
service NFIP policies.

1 Zone-A geographical area shown on a Flood Hazard Boundary Map or a Flood
Insurance Rate Map that reflects the severity or type of flooding in the area.
